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Wrap Up
Christianity is not primarily a moral or religious system, but rather an intimate and personal
relationship with or Creator. But such a relationship can grow deeper only when we know what He
desires from us and then obey Him.

As Jesus said, "Whoever has my command and obeys them, he is the one who loves me. He who loves
me will be loved by my Father, and I too will love him and show myself to him" (John 14:21,
emphasis added). We should constantly reread Scripture so that we can hear afresh and follow His
commands.
