Truth 2 - World at War

3. How do you feel about living in the midst of a war? Do you see yourself as a soldier? Why or
why not?

4. How should we relate to people who do not know the truth in Jesus Christ? If they are not our
enemies, what are they?




Truth 3 - Truth = What Is

Truth is that which conforms to fact or reality.

1. What do people mean when they refer to "my truth" or "your truth"? How should we respond to
them?

2. What is insanity? Have you ever been "insane"? Explain. In what sense is this world becoming
more insane?

3. Do you really believe that what you believe is really real? What assumption lies behind this
question? What is the clearest indicator of your core beliefs?

4. What does faith mean? Explain the difference between "faith in faith" and faith in the truth
claims of God.
